Auszug aus der "Sanskrit Grammar"
von William Dwight Whitney, 1888

Mit 512 Druckseiten ist unser "Sanskrit-Kompendium" sehr umfangreich, doch wegen der
Beschrankung auf das klassische Sanskrit konnte der Aorist als Relikt aus dem Vedischen
nur knapp dargestellt worden. Wer spater vedische Texte lesen mochte (die auf unserem
Sanskritweb mit Rigveda, Yajurveda und Samaveda bertcksichtigt sind), wird sich mit dem
Aorist detaillierter befassen miissen. Die beste Darstellung stammt von W. D. Whitney, die
in der vorliegenden PDF-Datei als Scan der damaligen 2. Auflage 1888 reproduziert wird.

Die Whitney-Grammatik benutzt eine teilweise veraltete Transliteration. Man beachte:

— statt n wird ein n mit -~ (Makron) verwendet
— statt § wird ¢ (¢ mit Cedille) verwendet.

CHAPTER XI.

THE AORIST SYSTEMS.

824. UrDER the name of aorist are included (as was
pointed out above, 632) three quite distinct formations, each
of which has its sub-varieties: namely —

I. A siMPLE AorisT (equivalent to the Greek “second
aorist”), analogous in all respects as to form and inflection
with the imperfect. It has two varieties: 1. the root-
aorist, with a tense-stem identical with the root (corres-
ponding to an imperfect of the root-class); 2. the a-aorist,
with a tense-stem ending in ¥ &, or with union-vowel ¥ a
before the endings {corresponding to an imperfect of the
a-class).

II. 3. A REDUPLICATING AORIST, perhaps in origin iden-
tical with an imperfect of the reduplicating class, but
having come to be separated from it by marked peculiarities
of form. It usually has a union-vowel 3 a before the end-
ngs, or is inflected like an imperfect of one of the a-classes:
but a few forms occur in the Veda without such vowel.

ITI. A SIGMATIC Or SIBILANT AORIST (corresponding to
the Greek “first aorist”), having for its tense-sign a | s
added to the root, either directly or with a preceding auxil-
lary % i; its endings are usually added immediately to the
tense-sign, but in a small number of roots with a union-
vowel ¥ a; a very few roots also are increased by H\s for
its formation; and according to these differences it falls
into four varieties: namely, A. without union-vowel ¥ a
before endings: 4. s-aorist, with H s alone added to the
root; 5. ig-aorist, the same with interposed 3 i; 6. sis-
aorist, the same as the preceding with H s added at the
end of the root, B. with union-vowel I a, 7. sa-aorist.

825. All these varieties are bound together and made
into a single complex system by certain correspondences of
form and meaning. Thus, in regard to form, they are all
alike, in the indicative, augment-preterits to which there
does not exist any corresponding present: in regard to
meaning, although in the later or classical language they
are simply preterits, exchangeable with imperfects and per-
fects, they all alike have in the older language the general
value of a completed past or “perfect”, translatable by hAave
done and the like.

826. The aorist-system is a formation of infrequent oecusrence in
much of the classical Sanskrit {its forms are found, for example, only
twenty-cne times in the Nala, eight in the Hitopadeca, seven in Manu, six
each in the Bbagavad-Gitd and (akuntali, and sixty-six times, from: four-
teen roots, in the flrst beok, of about 2600 lines, of the Rimiyana: com-
pare 827b), and it possesses no participle, uwor any modes {excepting in
the prohibitive use of its augmentless forms: see 579; and the so-called
Precative: see 8211.); in the older language, on the other hand, it is
quite common, and has the whole variety of modes belonging 1o the present,
and sometimes participles. Its description, aceordingly, must be given
mainly as that of a part of the older language, with due notice of its res-
triction in later use,

837. a. Inthe RV, nearly half the roots occurring show aorist form:,
of one or another elass; in the AV., rather less than one third; and in the
cther texts of the older language comparatively few aorists oceur which are
ot found in these two.

b. More than fifty roots, in RV. and AV, together, make aorist forms
of more than one class (not taking into sceount the reduplicated or “causa-
tive” acrist), but no law sppears to underlie this variety: of any relation
such as is taught by the grammarians, between active of one class and
middle of another as correlative, there is no trace Jiscoverable.

¢. Examples are: ¢f classes 1 and 4, adbam and dhésus from
vdha, ayuji and ayuksata from yyui; — of 1 and B, agrabham and
agrabhisma from ygrabh, mrsthas and margigthas from ymypg; —
of 1 and 2, arta and arat from yr; — of 2 and 4, avidam and avitsi
from yvid find, anijam and anaiksgit from ynij; — of 2 and 5, sané-
ma and asanisam from ysan; — of 2 and 7, aruham and aruksat
from yruh; — of 4 and 5, amatsus and amadigus from ymad; —
of 4 and 6, hasmahi and hasigus from yha; — of 1 and 2 and 4,
atnata and atanat and atan from ytan; — of 1 and 4 and 5, abudh-
ran and abhutsi and bédhisat from ybudh, Astar and streiya and

astaris from ystr. Often the second, or second and third, class is rep-
resented by only an isolated form or two.

l. Simple Aorist.

828. This is, of the three principal divisions of aorist, the one
least removed from the analogy of forms already explained; it is
like an imperfect, of the root-class or of the a-class, without a corres-
ponding present indicative, but with (more or less fragmentarily) all
the other parts which go to make up a complete present-system,

1. Root-aorist.

829. a. This formation is in the later language limited
to a few roots in BT & and the root J;T\ bhii, and is allowed
to be made in the active only, the middle using instead
the s-aorist (4), or the ig-aorist (5).

b. The toots in HT & take 3H us as 3d pl. ending, and,
as usual, lose their HT & before it; 4 bhi (as in the perfect:
793a) retains its vowel unchanged throughout, inserting
v after it before the endings T am and HY _an of 1st
sing. and 3d pl.

For the classical Sanskrit, this is the whole story.

830. In the Veda, these same roots are decidedly the most fre-
quent and conspicuous representatives of the formation: especially
the roots ga, da, dha, pa drink, stha, bhii; while sporadic forms
are made from jiia, pra, sa, ha. As to their middle forms, see be-
low, 834a.

831. But aorists of the same class are also made frem a num-
ber of roots in v, and a few in i- and u-vowels ‘short or long) —

a. Thus (in the active), from )'gru, Agravam and agrot; from
Veri, dgres and dgret; from ykr make, Akaram and dkar (for akars
and akart); from vy enclose, Avar (685a); and so Astar, aspar. Dual
and plural forms are much less frequent than singular; but for the most
part they also show an irregular strengthening of the root-vowel: thus
(including augmentless forms), Akarma and karma and akarta, vartam,
spartam, ahema and Ahetana, bhema, agravan; regular are only
avran, akran, shyan, and Acriyan.

832. Further, from a few roots with medial (or initial) vowel
capable of guna-strengthening and having in general that strength-
ening only in the singular.

a. Thus, abhedam and abhet from ybhid; amok from ymue;
yojam from yyuj; rok (V8.) from y'ruj; arodham and arudhms from
yrudh; avart from yvrt; vark from yvrj (AV. has once avrk); adar-
gam from ydpr¢; ardhma from ypdh; and adrean, avrian, agvitan.
But chedma, with guna, from ychid, and adar¢ma (T8.) from ydre.

833. Again, from a larger number of roots with a as radical
vowel:

a. Of these, gam (with n for m when final or followed by m: 143a,
212a) is of decidedly most frequent occurrence, and shows the greatest
variety of forms: thus, dAgamam, agan (24 and 34 sing), Aganma,
aganta (strong form), 4gman. The other cases are akran from Vkram ;
atan from y'tan; abhrat from ybhraj; askan from yskand; asrat
from ysrahs (? V8.); dhak and daghma from ydagh; &nat (585a)
and anagtdm from ynag; aghas or aghat, aghastam, aghasta, and
akgan (for aghsan, like agman) from yghas; and the 3d pll. in us,
akramus, ayamus, dabhts, nytus (pf. ?), mandus.

834. So far only active forms have been considered. In the
middle, a considerable part of the forms are such as are held by the
grammarians (881) to belong to the 8-aorist, with omission of the
8: they doubtless belong, however, mostly or altogether, here. Thus:

a. From roots ending in vowels, we have adhithéas, adhita (also
ahita}, and adhimahi; adithas, adita, and adimahi (and adimahi
from yda cut); Agita (?); sImahi; dsthithas and asthita and aathiran,
forms of @-roots; — of r-roots, akri, akrthas, dkrta, akratim, Akrata
(2nd the anomalous kranta); avri, avythas, avyta; arta, Arata; mythas,
amrta; dhrthas; adythas; astrta; ahythés; girta; — of i and u
roots, the only examples are ahvi (? AV., once), dhiimahi, and Aci-
dhvam. The absence of any analogies whatever for the omission of a § in
such forms, and the occurrence of awri and ekri and akrata, show that
their reference to the g-aorist is probably without suffieient reason.

b. As regards roots ending in consonants, the case is more question-
able, since loss of @ after a final consonant before this and ta (and, of

course, dhvam) would be in many cases required by euphonic rule (233¢
ff.). We find, however, such unmistakable middle inflection of the root-
aorist as ayuji, Ayukthas, ayukta, ayujmahi, Ayugdhvam, dyujran;
dgta and Agata; nanegi; apadi (1st sing,) and apadmahi and apadran;
amanmsahi; ginvahi and aganmahi and Agmata; atnata; Ajani
(18t sing.} and ajfiata (3d pl.); from yzam are made agathas and agata,
from y'tan, atathas and atata, and from yman, amata, with treatment
of the final like that of han in present inflection (837). The ending ran
is especially frequent in 3d pl., being taken by a number of verbs which
have no other middle person of this aorist: thus, agrbhran, asrgran,
adrqgran, abudhran, avrtran, ajusran, akrpran, asprdhran, avas-
ran, avigran; and ram is found beside ran in adrgram, abudhram,
asrgram.

¢. From roots of which the final would combine with s to ks, it
seems more probable that aorist-forms showing k (instead of §) before the
ending belong to the root-aorist: such are amukthas (and Amugdhvam),
aprkthas and aprkta, abhakta, avrkta, asakthis and asakta, rik-
thas, vikthas and vikta, arukta; apragta, ayasta, aspasta, asrgthas
and asygta, and mrgthas would be the same in either case.

d. There remain, as cases of more doubtful belonging, and probably
to be ranked in part with the one formation anéd in part with the other,
according to their period and to the occurrence of other persons: chitthas,
nutthas and anutta and anuddhvam, patthas, bhitthas, amatta,
atapthas, alipta, asrpta; and finally, arabdha, alabdha, aruddha,
abuddha, ayuddha, and drogdhas (MBh.: read drugdhé#s): see 883,

Modes of the Root-aorist.

835. Subjunctive. In subjunctive use, forms identical with the
augmentless indicative of this aorist are much more frequent than the more
proper subjunctives. Those to which no corresponding form with augment
occurs have been given above; the others it is wnnecessary to report in
detail.

838. a. Of true subjunctives the forms with primary endings are
quite few. In the active, karani, gani, gamani (for bhuvani, sec be-
low, ¢); karasi; sthati, dati and dhati (which are almost indicative in
value), karati, jogati, padati, bhédati, radhati, varjati; sthathas,
karathas and karatas, dargathas, g¢ravathas and gravatas; and
(apparently) karanti, gdmanti. In the middle, josase; idhaté (?),
karate, bhojate, yojate, varjate; dhéthe and dhaithe; karamahe,
dhamahe, gamamahai.

b. Forms with secondary endings are, in the active, dargcam, bho-
jam, yojam; karas, tardas, parcas, yAmas, radhas, varas; karat,
gamat, garat, jogat, daghat, padat, yamat, yvodhst, radhat, varat,
vartat, ¢ravat, saghat, sparat ; karama, gamama, radhama ; gaman,

garan, dargan, yaman., No middle forms are classiflable with confi-
dence here.

¢. The series bhuvam, bhuavas, bhuvat, bhuvan, and bhuvani
(compare abhuvam: 830a), and the isolated gruvat, are of doubtful
belongings; with a different aceent, they would seem to be of the next
class; here, a guna-strengthening would be more regular (but note the ab-
sence of guna in the aorist indicative and the perfect of ybhir).

837. Optative. The optative active of this aorist constitutes. with
2 8 interposed between mode-sign and personal endings (567), the preca-
tive active of the Hindu grammarians, and is allowed by them to be made
from every verb, they recoghizing no connection between it and the aorist.
But in the 24 sing, the interposed g is not distinguishable from the person-
al ending; and, after the earliest period (see 8388), the ending crowds
out the sibilant in the 3d sing., which thus comes to cnd in yat instead
of yas (compare 555a).

a. In the older language, however, pure optative forms, without the
8, are made from this tense. From roots in & occur (with change of & to
e before the y: 2504) deyam, dheyam and dheyus, and stheyama;
in u-vowels, bhitydma; in r, kriyama; in consonants, a¢yam and
aqy‘a‘.ma and agyus, vrjydm, cakyam, yujyava and yujyatam, rahva-
ma, and trdyus.

b, The optative middle of the root-aorist is not recognized by the
Hindu grammarians as making a part of the precative formation. The RV,
has, however, two precative forms of it, namely padista aund muecista.
Much more common in the older language are pure optative forms: namely,
ag¢lya and agimahi (this optative is especially common), indhiya, gmi-
Ya, muriya, ruclya; arita, uhita, vurita; idhimahi, nagimiini,
nasimahi, preimahi, mudimahi, yamimahi; and probably, froni &-
To0ts, 8imahi and dhimahi (which might also be augmentless indicative,
since adhimahi aud adhitam also ocenr).  All these forms except the
three in 3d sing. might be precative aceording to the general understand-
ing of that mode, as being of persous which even by the native authorities
are not claimed ever to exhibit the inserted sibilant.

838. Precative active forms of this aorist are made from the earliest
period of the language. In RY., they do not cecur from any reot which
has not also other aorist forms of the same class to show. The RV, forms
are: 1st sing., bhiiyasam; 21 sing., avyas, jhieyds, bhiiyas, mrdhyas,
sahyas; 3d sing. (in -yis, for -yast; RV. has no 3d sing. in yat, which
Is later the universal ending), avyas, agyas, rdhyas, gamyas, daghyas,
peyas, bhﬁyﬁ's, yamyas, yuyas, vrjy&s, ¢ruyas, sahyas; 1st pl,,
kriyasma (beside kriyams: 837 a). AV. has six 1st persons sing. ip
-yasam, cne 21 in -yds, on- 3d in -yat (and cne in -y&s, in a RYV.
passage), three 1st pl. in -yasma (beside one in yama, in a RV, passage),
and the 2d bhiiydstha (doubtless a false reading: TB. has -sta in the
corresponding passage). Yrom this time on, the pure optative forms nearly

disappear (the exceptions are given in 837a). But the precative forms are
nowhere common, excepting as made from y'bhil; and from no other root
is anything like a complete series of persous guotable (only bhuyasva
and bhuyastdm being wanting; and these two persons have no represent-
ative from any root). All together, active optative or precative forms are
made in the older language from over ffty roots: and the epic and «lassi-
cal texts add them from hardly a dozen more: see further 925,

839. Imperative. Lmperative forms of the root-aerist are not rare
in the early language. In the middle, indeed, almost only the 21 sing.
vecurs: it is accented cither regularly, on the ending. as krsvé., dhigva,
yuksva, or on the root, as matsva, yaksva, vansva, rasva, sakgva;
digva and masva are not found with accent; the 21 pl. is represented
by krdhvam, voghvam. 1In the active, all the persons {2d and 3d) are
found in use; examples are: 2d sing., krdhi, vrdhi, ¢agdhi, grudhi,
gadhi, yamd.hi gahi, mahi, sahi, mogdhi; 3d sing., gamtu, datu,
agtu, ¢rotu, sdtu; 2d du. , datam, jitam, ¢aktam, qrutam, bhiitam,
sprtam, gatam, riktam, vodham, sitam, sutam; 34 du., only gam-
tam, datam, vodham; 24 pl., gata, bhuta, ¢ruta, krta, gata, data,
dhatansa; dd pl., ouly dhéntu, gruvantu., These are the most regular
forms; but irregularities =+ to both accent and strengthening are not infre-
quent. Thus, strong forms in 2d dvw, and pl. are yarmtédm, varktam,
vartam; karta, gamta (once gamta), yamta, vartta, heta, ¢rota, sota;
and, with tana, kartana, garmtana, yarmtana, sotana, and the irregular
dhetana (ydha); in 3d du., gamtam. Much more irregular are yodhi
(instead of yuddhi) from yyudh, and bodhi from both vbudh and
ybhu (instead of buddhi and bhiidhi). A single form (3d sing.) in
tat is found, namely ¢astdt. We find krdhi also lator (MBh. BhP.).

a. As to 2d persons singular in si from the gimple root used in an
imperative sense, see above, 624,

Participles of the Root-aorist.

840. In the oldest language, of the RV., are found a number
of participles which must be reckoned as belonging to this {ormation.

a. In the active, they are extremely few : mamely, Krant, citant (7),
gmant, sthant, bhidant, vrdhant, dyutant- (only in composition] 3
and probably ydhant. And BhP. has myrgant (but probably by error, for
mrsyant).

b. In the middle, they are in RV. wuch more numerous. The acrent
is usnally on the fins! of the stem: thus, arana, idhana, krana, jus-
ana, treéna, nidana, pi¢and, preina, prathana, budhana, bhiyana,
manana, mandand, yujéna, rucana, vipana, vrana, uriana, ¢ubhb-
ana, sacdna, suvina or svana, srjana, sprdhana, hiyana; — but
sometimes on the root-syllable: thus, citana, eyavana, rithana, tihana
(pres.?), vésana, gumbhana; — while a few show both accentuations
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(compare 618d): thus, dredna and df¢ana, dyutana and dyatana,
yatana and yatana; and cetana and hrayana oceur only in composition,
A very few of these are found once or twice in other texts, namely ci-
tana, dyutana, ruhana, vasana, suvana; and -kupaéna occurs once
in Apast. (xiv. 28. 1).

841. All together, the roots exhibiting in the older language
forms which are with fair probability to be reckoned to the root-
aorist-system are about a hundred and thirty; over eighty of them
make such forms in the RV,

Passive Aorist third person singular.

842. A middle third person singular, of peculiar formation and
prevailingly passive meaning, is made from many verbs in the older
language, and has become a regular part of the passive conjugation,
being, according to the grammarians, to be substituted always for the
proper third person of any aorist middle that is used in a passive
sense.

843. This person is formed by adding 3 i to the root,
which takes also the augment, and is usually strengthened.

a. The ending i belongs elsewhere only to the first person; and this
third person apparently stands in the same relation to a first in i as do,
in the middle voice, the regular 3d sing. perfect, and also the frequent
Vedic 3d sing. present of the root-class (813), which are identieal in form
with their respective first persons. That a fuller ending has been lost off
ig extremely improbable; and hence, as an aorist formation from the simple
root, this is most properly treated here, in connection with the ordinary
root-aorist.

844. Before the ending 3 i, a final vowel, and usually
also a medial # a before a single consonant, have the vrddhi-
strengthening; other medial vowels have the guna-strength-

ening if capable of it (240); after final 5T & is added ay.

a. Examples (all of them quotable from the older language) are:
from roots ending in &, &jhayi, Adhayi, Apayi; in other vowels, agriyi,
astavi, dhavi, akari, astari; — from roots with medial i, u, y, aceti,
acchedi, agegi, abodhi, amoci, ayoji, adarg¢i, asarji, varhi; from
roots with medial a strengthened, agami, apadi, ayami, avaci, vapi,
asadi (these are all the earlier cases); with a unchanged, only Ajani
(and RV. has once jani), and, in heavy syllables, amyaksi, vandi,
gansi, syandi; with medial &, abhraji, aradhi; — from roots with
initial vowel, ardhi (only case).

b. According to the grammarians, certain roots in am, and yvadh,
retain the a unchanged: quotable are ajani (or ajani), agami (or agami),
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asvani, avadhi, also araci; and there are noted besides, from roots
sometimes showing a nasal, adahei, arambhi, arandhi, ajambhi,
abhafiji or abhaji, alambhi (always, with prepositions) or aldabhi,
astambhi; CB. has asaiiji.

c. Augmentless forms, as in all other like cases, are met with, with
either indicative or subjunctive value: examples (besides the two or three
already given) are: dhayi, ¢ravi, bhari, reci, védi, roei, jani, padi,
sadi, ardhi. The accent, when present, is always on the root-syllable
(SV. dhayi is doubtless a false reading).

845. These forms are made in RV. from forty roots, and all the other
earlier texts combined add only about twenty to the number; from the
later language are quotable thirty or forty more; in the epics they are
nearly unknown. When they come from roots of neuter meaning, as gam,
pad, sad, bhrij, radh, ruc, safij, they have (like the so-called passive
participle in ta: 952) a value equivalent to that of other middle forms:
in a case or two (RV. vii. 73. 3 [?]; V8. xxviii. 15; TB. ii. 6.102) they
appear even to be used transitively.

2. The a-aorist.

846. a. This aorist is in the later language allowed to
be made from a large number of roots (near a hundred).
It is made in both voices, but is rare in the middle, most
of the roots forming their middle according to the s-class
(878 ff.) or the is-class (898 ff.).

b. Its closest analogy is with the imperfect of the
a-class (751 ff.); its inflection is the same with that in all
particulars; and it takes in general a weak form of root —
save the roots in # r (three or four only), which have the
guna-strengthening.

c. As example of inflection may be taken the root
fag sic pour.

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847. The a-sorist makes in the RV. a small flgure beside the root-
aorist, being represented by less than half the latter’s number of roots. It
becomes, however, more common later (it is the only form of eorist which
is made from more verbs in AV, than in RV.); and in Veda and Brahmana
tegether about eighty roots exhibit the formation more or less fully. Of
these a large number (fully half) are of the type of the roots which make
their present-system according to the a-class, having a vowel capable of
guna-strengthening before a final consonant (754): thus, with i, chid,
bhid, nij, rie, ris, lip, vid, igis (¢&s), 2 gis, ¢rig, ¢lig, sic, sridh;
— with u, krudh, ksudh, guh, dus, dyut, druh, pus, budh, bhuj,
mue, mrue, yuj, rue, rud, rudh, muh, ruh, guc; — with T, rdh,
krt, grdh, grh, trp, tre, trh, drp, drg, dhys, nrt, mrdh, mys, vrt,
vydh, vrg, srp, hrs. A small number end in vowels: thus, 1, kr, sp
(which have the guna-strengthening throughout), hi (? ahyat once in
AV.), and several in &, apparent transfers from the root-class by the weak-
ening of their & to a: thus, khya, hva, vya, ¢va, and d& and dha;
and asthat, regarded by the grammarians as aorist to yas throw, is doubt-
less a like formation from ystha., A few have a penultimate nasal in the
present and elsewhere, which in this aorist is lost: thus, bhrang, tans,
dhvans, srans, krand, randh. Of less classifiable character are ag,
kram, gam, ghas, tam, gam, ¢ram, tan, san, sad, ap, das, yas,
qak, dagh. The roots pat, nag¢, vac form the tense-stems papta, nega,
voca, of which the first is palpably and the other two are probably the
result of reduplication; but the language has lost the sense of their being

such, and makes other reduplicated aorists from the same roots (see be-
low, 854).

8. Many of these aorists are simply transfers of the root-aorist to an
a-inflection. Conspicuous examples are akarat ete. and agamat etc. (in
the earliest period only akar and agan).

848. The inflection of thiz aorist is in general so regular that it will
be sufficient to give only examples of its Vedic forms. We may take as
model avidam, from yvid find, of which the various persons and modes
are more frequent and in fuller variety than those of any other verb. Only
the forms actually quotable are instanced; those of which the examples
found are from other verbs than vid are bracketed. Thus:

Augmentless forms, with indicative or subjunctive value, ate not
infrequent. Kxamples, showing accent on the tense-sign, according tu the
general analogies of the formation, are: ruham, srpas, bhujat, vidat,
aratdm, vocata, ¢akan; vidata and vydta (3d sing.}, aramahi,
¢isamahi, vidanta, budhanta, mrsanta (for exceptions as rerards
aceent, see below, 853).

Modes of the a-aorist.

848. The subjunctive forms of this aorist are few: those which oceur
are instanced below, in the method which was followed for the indicative:

850. The optatives are few in the oldest language, but become more
frequent, and in the Brihmanas are not rare. Examples are: in active.
bhideyam, videyam, sanéyam (TB. once sanem); vidés, games:
gamet, vocet; gametam; gaméma, ¢akéma, sanéma; vareta; in
middle, (only} videya; gamemahi, vanemahi: ruhethds ecte. in the
epics must be viewed rather as present forme of the f-class.

a. A single middle precative form occurs, namely videsta (AV |
once); it is so isolated that how much may be inferred from it is Very
guestionable,

851. A complete series of active imperative forms are made from
ysad (including sadatana, 2d pl.), and the middle sadantam. Other
imperatives are very rare: namely, sana, sara, ruha, vida, ruhatam,
vidatam; khyata. TS. has once vrdhatu (compare 7403,

Participles of the a-aorist.

852. a. The active participles trpAnt, rigant or rigant, vrdhant,
gisant, ¢ucant, sadant, and (in participial compounds, 1309} krtant-,
guhant-, vidant- (all RV.), are to be assigned with plansibility to this
aorist,

b. Likewise thc middle participles guhaména, dhrsamana, dasa-
mansa (¥), nrtdmana, guedmana, and perhaps vrdhéng, sridhana.

Irregularities of the a-aorist.

853. A few irregularities and peculiarities may be noticed here.
The roots in ¥, which (847) show a strengthening like that of the

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present of the unaccented a-class, have likewise the accent upon the
radical syllable, like that class: thus, from )7, Aranta (augmentless 3d
pl.), s&rat and sara. The root sad follows the same rule: thus, sada-
tam; and from ysan are found s4nas and sanat and sinema and
s4na, beside sanéyam sand sanéma. It is questionable whether these
are not true analogues of the bhii-class (unaccented a-class) present-system.
On the other hand, rdhat (beside ruhdm, ruhdva, ruh&tam), cisat
and ¢isatdi (), and risant or risant are more isolated cases. In view
of such as these, the forms from the stem bhava and ¢riva (836c)
are perhaps to be referred hither. From }/vac, the optative is accented
vocéyam, vocés, vocéma, voeéyus; elsewhere the accent is on the root-
syllable: thus, voce, vocat, voeati, vocanta.

854. a. The stem voc has in Vedic use well-nigh assumed the
value of a root; its forms are very various and of frequent use, in RV,
especiaily far outnumbering in occurrences all other forms from yvace.
Besides those already given, we find voea (1st sing. impv.) and vocati,
vocavahdi; voces, voceya, vocemahi; vocatat (2d sing.), voeatu,
vocatam, vocata.

b. Of the stem nega from ynag only negat occurs,

¢. The root ¢&s (as in some of its present forms: 639) is weakened
to ¢ig, and makes ag¢igam.

855. Isolated forms which have more or less completely the
aspect of indicative presents are made in the oldest language from
some roots beside the aorist-systems of the first two classes. It must
be left for maturer research to determine how far they may be relics
of original presents, and how far recent productions, made in the
way of conversion of the aorist-stem to a root in value.

a. Such forms are the following: from ykr make, kdrsi, krthas,
krtha, krge; from ygam, gathd; from yei gather, ceti; from yda
give, dati, datu; from ydha put, dhati; from Vpa drink, pathds,
panti; from ybhr, bharti; from ymue, muecanti; from yrudh, rudh-
mas (?); from yvrt, vartti.

il. (3) Reduplicated Aorist.

856. The reduplicated aorist is different from the other
forms of aorist in that it has come to be attached in almost
all cases to the derivative (causative etc.) conjugation in
INT aya, as the aorist of that conjugation, and is therefore
liable to be made from all roots which have such a conju-
gation, beside the aorist or aorists which belong to their
primary conjugation. Since, however, the connection of
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the two is not a formal one (the aorist being made directly
from the root, and not from the causative stem), but rather
a matter of established association, owing to kinship of
meaning, the formation and inflection of this kind of aor-
ist is best treated here, along with the others.

867. Its characteristic is a reduplication of the radical
syllable, by which it is assimilated, on the one hand, to
the imperfect of the reduplicating class (656 ff.), and, on the
other hand, to the so-called pluperfect (817 ff.). But the
aorist reduplication has taken on a quite peculiar character,
with few traces left even in the Veda of a different con-
dition which may have preceded this.

858. a. As regards, indeed, the consonant of the re-
duplication, it follows the general rules already given (5690).
And the quality of the reduplicated vowel is in general as
in the formations already treated: it needs only to be noted
that an a-vowel and r (or ar) are usually (for exceptions,
see below, 860) repeated by an i-vowel — as they are, to a
considerable extent, in the reduplicated present also (860).

b. But in regard to quantity, this aorist aims always at
establishing a diversity between the reduplicating and radi-
cal syllables, making the one heavy and the other light.
And the preference is very markedly for a heavy redupli-
cation and a light root-syllable — which relation is brought

about wherever the conditions allow. Thus:

859. If the root is a light syllable (having a short
vowel followed by a single consonant), the reduplication is

made heavy.

a. And this, usually by lengthening the reduplicating vowel,
with 1 for radical a or r or 1 (in the single root containing that vow-
el): thus, aririsam, adidusam, ajijanam, avivrdham, aciklpam.
The great majority of reduplicated aorists are of this form.

b. If, however, the root beging with two consonants, so that the
reduplicating syllable will be heavy whatever the quantity of its vow-
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el, the vowel remains short: thus, aciksipam, acukradham, ati-
trasam, apispream.

860. If the voot is a heavy syllable (having a long
vowel, or a short before two consonants), the vowel of the
reduplication is short: and in this case H a or AT &, and
Ty (if 1t occurs), are reduplicated by # a.

a. Thus, adidiksam, abubhigam {not quotable), adadakgam,
adadhavam, atatansani. And, in the cases in which a root sihould
both begin and end with two consonants, both syliables would be
necessarily lieavy, avtwithstanding the short vowel in the former:
thus, apapraccham, acaskandam (but no such forms are found in nse).

b. A medial T is allowed by the grammarians to retain the strength-
ening of the causative stem, togsther with, of course, reduplication by a:
thus, acakarsat, avavartat (beside acikrsat, avivrtat); but ne suckh
forms have been met with in use.

¢. These aorists arc not distinguishable in form from the so-called
pluperfects (8174.).

861. a. In order, however, to bring about the favored relation
of heavy reduplication and light radical syllable, = heavy root is
sometimes made light: either by shortening its vowel, as in ariradham
from yradh, avivagam from y'vig, asisadham from vsadh, ajijivam
from yjiv, adidipam (K. and later: RV. has didipas) from ypdip,
-abibhisam from jbhis, asfisueam from ysue; or by dropping a
penultimate nasal, as in acikradam from vkrand, asisyadam from
¥syand.

b. In those cases in which (1047, an aorist is formed directly
from a causal stem in ap, the a is abbreviated to i: thus, atisthip-
am ete., ajijiiipat (but KSS. ajijhapat;, jibipas, ajijipata (but
V8. ajijapata;: but from ¢rap comes agigrapama {UB.).

862. Examples of this aorist from roots with initial vowel are very
rare; the older language has only amamat (or amamat) from jy'am,
apivan ({D.: BAU, apipipat) from y/ap, and arpipam (augmentless)
from the causative stem arp of ¥T — in which latter the root is cxcess-
ively abbreviated, The grammarians give other similar formations, as Areci-
cam from yare, aubjijam from yubj, arjiham frow yarh, dicikgam
from )iks, ardidhan: from yrdh. Compare the similar reduplication in
desiterative stems: 1029 b.

863. Of special irreguiaritics may be mentioned :

a. From ydyut is made (V.B.) the stem didyuta, taking its redu-
plicating vowel from the radieal semivowcl.,  From ygup, instead of Jjagu-
pa (B.S.), JB. has jugiipa, snd some texts (B.S.) have fugupa; and
jihvara (B.} is met with beside the regular jihvara (V.B.). In eaccha-
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da (Nir.), and the more or less doubtful papratha and ¢agvaca and
sasvaja (RV.} we have a instead of i in the reduplication.

b. In support of their false view of this aorist as made from the
causative stem instead of directly from the root, the native grammarians
teach that roots ending in an u-vowel may reduplicate with i, as repre-

genting the & of the strengthened stem: thus, bibhava from bhav-aya,
as well as biibhuva from bhii. No example of such a formation, however,
is met with except apiplavam (¢B., once); against it we find dudruva,
bubhuva, ruruva, ¢ug¢ruva, and others.

¢. As to apaptam, avocam, and ane¢am, see above, 847.

8684. The inflection of the reduplicated azorist is like
that of an imperfect of the second general conjugation: that
18 to say, it has & a as final stem-vowel, with all the pe-
cubiarities which the presence of that vowel conditions

The middle forms are rare in the older language {the 3d
pl. is decidedly the most common of them, being made from eleven
roots; the 3d s. from seven); but all, both active and middle, are
quotable except 1st and 2d du. middle and ist du. active.

a. Atitape appears to be once used (RV.) as 3d sing., with pass-
ive sense.

886. A final r has the guna-strengthening before the endings:
thus, acikarat, apiparam, atitaras, didaras, adidharat, amimarat,
avivaran, jihvaras. Of similar strengthemed forms from I and u-roots
are found apiproyan (TS.;, abibhayanta (RV.), apiplavam ((B.,
acucyavat (K.}, a¢gugravat (MS.), atustavam (RV.). Not many
roots ending in other vowels than y make this aorist: gee below, 868.

8687. Forms of the inflection without union-vowel are occasionally
met with: namely, from roots ending in consonants, sisvap (24 sing.,
augmentless) from ysvap, and agi¢gnat from ygnath; from roots in 1
or ar, didhar (24 sing.), and ajigar (2d and 3d sing.); for rusts in i-
and u-vowels, see 8688. Of 34 pl. in us are found almost oniy a form
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or two from i- and u-roots, with guna before the ending: thus, agierayus,
acucyavus, agugravus, asusavus; but also abibhajus ((B.), and
ninagus (MBh.).

888. In the later language, a few roots are said by the gram-
marians to make this aorist ag a part of their primary conjugation:
they are g¢ri and ¢vi, dru and sru, kam, and dha suck (¢vi and dha
optionally).

a. In the older language are found from ygri agigret and agig-
rayus (noticed in the preceding paragraph) and agigriyat (CB.); from
ydru, adudrot and adudruvat (TB.: not used as aorist); from ysru,
asusrot and (augmentless) susros and susrot; from Ykam, acika-
metam and -manta (B.S.). Of forms analogous with these occur & number
from roots in w or @: thus, anfinot and niinot from ynu; yiiyot from
¥yu separate; didhot from ydhu; apupot from Ypu; tiatos and
tatot from ytu; asusot from ysi; — and one or two from roots in i
or 1: thus, siget from ysi (or sa) bind; amimet from Vma bellow ;
apipres (with apiprayan, noticed above) from P’pri (and the “imper-
fects” from didhi ete., 878, are of corresponding form). And from yeyu
are made, with union-vowel i, acucyavit and acucyavitana, Few of
these forms possess a mnecessarily causative or a decidedly aoristic value,
and it is very doubtful whether they should not be assigned to the perfect-
system.

b. From the later language are quotable only agicriyat etc. (3d pi,
-yan or ~-yus) and adudruvat.

Modes of the Reduplicated Aorist.

869. a. As in other preterit formations, the augmentless in-
dicative persons of this aorist are used subjunctively, and they are
very wuch more frequent than true subjunctives.

b. Of the latter are foand only riradha (1st sing.); titapdsi:
ciklpati and sigadhati, and pisprgati (as if corresponding to an indic-
ative apisprk, like agignat); and perhaps the 1st sing. mid. ¢agvacal,

c. The augmentless indicative forms are accented in general on the
reduplication: thus, didharas, ninacas; jijanat, piparat; jijanan;
also sigvap; but, on the other hand, we have also pPiparat, ¢i¢rithas
and gignathat, and dudrévat and tustavat (which may perhaps belong
to the perfect: compare 810). According to the native grammarians, the
accent rests either on the radical syllable or on the one that follows it.

870. Optative forms are even rarer. The least questionable case is
the middle “precative” ririgista (ririsista has been ranked above with
sasahista, as a perfect: 812 b). Cucyuvimahi and cucyavirata be-
long either here or to the perfect-system,

871. Of imperatives, we have the induabitable forms piipurantu and
gigrathantu. And jigrtdm and jigrtd, and didhrtam and didhrta,
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and jajastdm (all RV, only), and perhaps sugidata (AV.), are to be
referred hither, as corresponding to the indicatives (without union-vowel)
ajigar and adidhar: their short reduplicating vowel and their accent
assimilate them closely to the reduplicated imperfects (B681.), with which
we are probably fo regard this aorist as ultimately related.

872. No participle is found belonging to the reduplicated aorist.

873. The number of roots from which this aorist is met with
in the earlier language is about a hundred and twenty. In the later
Sanskrit it is unusunal; in the series of later texts mentioned above
(828) it occurs only twice; and it has been found quotable from hardly
fifty roots in the whole epic and classical literature.

I1l. Sigmatic or Sibilant Aorist.

874. a. The common tense-sign of all the varieties of
this aorist is a § s (comvertible to H 8: 180) which is added to
the root in forming the tense-stem.

b. This sibilant has no analogues among the class-signs of the present-
system; but it is to be compared with that which appears (and likewise
with or without the same union-vowel i) in the stems of the future tense-
system (O321f.) and of the desiderative conjugation (1027 f1.).

c. To the root thus increased the augment is prefixed
and the secondary endings are added.

876. In the case of a few roots, the sibilant tense-
stem (always ending in E-[_\kg) is further increased by an ¥ a,
and the inflection is nearly like that of an imperfect of the
second or a- conjugation.

8768. a. In the vast majority of cases, the sibilant is
the final of the tense-stem, and the inflection is like that
of an imperfect of the first or non-a-conjugation.

b. And these, again, fall into two nearly equal and
strongly marked classes, according as the sibilant is added
immediately to the final of the root, or with an auxiliary
vowel % i, making the tense-sign Q\ig.. Finally, before this
T ig the root is in a very small number of cases increased
by a ® s, making the whole addition ﬁ:[!ir\sig.
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877. We have, then, the following classification for the
varieties of sibilant-aorist:

C. According te the grammarians, the omission of & before t and th
takes place also after a short vowel (the case can oceur only in the 2d and
3 sing. mid.); but we have seen above (834 a) that this is to be view-
ed rather as a substitution in those persons of the forms of the root-aorist.
Neither in the earlier nor in the later language, however, does any example
occur of an aorist-form with 8 retained after a short vowel before these
endings.

d. After the final sonant aspirate of a root, the sibilant hefore the
same endings is said by the Hindn grammarians to disappear altogether, the
combination of the aspirate with the th or t of the ending being then
made according to the ordinary rule for such cases (180): thus, from the
stem arauts, for araudh-s, is made arauddha, as if from araudh-ta
directly. No example of such a form is quotable from the literature; but
the combination is established by the occurrence of other similar cases
(233f). In the middle, in like manner, aruts--ta becomes aruddha,
ag if from arudh--ta; but all such forms admit also of being understood
as of the root-aorist. Those that have been found to occur were given
above (834d); probably they belong at least in part to this aorist,

e. From the three nasal roots gam, tan, man are made the 2d and
3d sing. mid. persons agath&s and agata, atathéds and atata, and ama-
ta (amath&s not quotable), reckoned by the native grammarians as g-
aorist forms, made, after loss of their final root-nasal, with loss also of the
sibilant after a short vowel.

883. The omission of B in the active persons (acch&ittam, dcchiit-
tam, dcchdaitta) is a case of very rare occurrence; all the quotable exam-
ples were given above (233 e).

this may be viewed as another case of total disappearance of the sibilant,
and consequent restoration of the final radical to its original form.
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884. Certain roots in @ weaken the & in middle inflection to i
(as also in the root-aorist: above, 834a): these are said to be stha,
da, and dhé; in the older language have been noted 4disi and adisata
from yda give (and adisi perhaps once from yda bind), adhisi and
adhisata (with the optative dhisiya) from ydha puf, and asthisata;

a. The middle inflection of the aorist of yda would be, then,
according to the grammarians: adisi, Aadithas, aAdita; adisvahi,
adigatham, adisatdm; addismahi, Adidhvam, adisata.

885. Roots ending in changeable 1 (so-called roots in F: 242) are
said by the grammarians to convert this vowel to Ir in middle forms: thus,
astirsi, astirsthas etc. (from ystr); of such forms, however, has been
found in the older language only akirsata, PB.

886. The s-aorist is made in the older language from about a
hundred and forty roots (in RV., from about seventy; in AV., from
about fifty, of which fifteen are additional to those in RV.); and the
epic and classical literature adds but a very small number. It has in
the Veda certain peculiarities of stem-formation and inflection, and
also the full series of modes — of which the optative middle is re-
tained also later as a part of the “precative” (but see 925 b).

887. Irregularities of stem-formation are as follows:

a. The strengthening of the root-syllable is now and then irregularly
made or omitted: thus, ayoksit (AB.), chetsis (B.S.; also occurs in
MBh,, which has further yotsis), rotsis (KU.); amatsus (RV.); ayam-
si and arautsi (AB.), asaksi etc. (V.B.: ysah), mansta (AV.) and
mahstam (TA.); lopsiya (U.); and MBh. has drogdhids. From ysaj
is made sanksit (U. ete.), and from p'majj, amankgit (not quotable).
The form ayuhksmahi (BhP.) is doubtless a false reading.

b. A radical final nasal is lost in agasmahi (RV.) and gasatham
(TA.) from Jgam, aud in the optatives masiya and vasimahi (RV.)
from yyman and van.

¢. The roots hii, dhii, and nii have @ instead of 0 in the middle:
thus, ahigata, adhiisata, antigi and anusatam and antsata; y'dhur
(or dhuirv) makes adhursata,

d. ¢B. has once atrasatam for atrastam (ytra).

888. The principal peculiarity of the older language in regard
to inflection is the frequent absence of 1 in the emndings of 2d and
3d sing. act., and the consequent loss of the consonant-ending, and
sometimes of root-finals (150!.

Thus, abhar (for
abharg-t: beside abharsam, abhargtam) from ybhr; other like cases
are. ahar. aud {from roots in ar) aksar, atsar, aavar, hvar, Forther,
araik (585a: for ardiks-t} from yrie; like cases are agvait from

yrudh, and mauk from pmuec. Further, from roots ending in the pala-
tals and h, aprak from ypre, asriak from ysrj, abhak from ybhaj,

Further,
from roots ending in a nasal, atédn {rom ytan, khan from ykhan, ayan
and anAn from y'pyam and nam (143 a).

b. If, again, the roots end in a double consonant, the latter of the
two i3 last along with tense-sign and ending: thus, acchan (for acchéants-t;
beside acchantta and acchantsus) from yehand; and other like casos
are akran, askan, and asyan.

891. A relic of this pcouliarity of the older inflection has been
preserved to the later language in the 2d sing. bhéis, from ybhi.

Modes of the s-aorist.

892. The indieative forms without augment are used in a sub-
junctive sense, especiaily after ma prohibitive, and are not uncom-
mon. Examples with accent, however, are extremely rare; there has
beeu noted only vansi, middle; judging from this, the tone would be
found on the radical syllable. Aeccording to the Hindu grammariang,
it may be laid on either root or ending.

893. Proper subjunetive forms are not rare in RV. but are
markedly less common in the later Vedic texts, and very seldom met
with in the Brahmanas. They are regularly made with guna-strength-
ening of the radical vowel, in both active and middle, and with ac-
cent on the root.
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8. The forms with primary endings are: in active, stosani; dar-
sasi; nesati, parsati, pasati, matsati, yosati, vaksati, sakaati;

b. The forms with secondary endings are (active only): jésas, vak-
gas; dargat, nésat, paksat, pargat, présat, yaksat, yosat, vansat,
vaksat, vésat, siteat, chantsat, eic. {some twenty others); yakpatam ;
vansama, siikgﬁ.ma, stogama; parsan, yamsan, yosan, rﬁ'.san, vak-
gan, g¢ésan, ¢rosan. Of these, yaksat and vakgat are found not rarely
in the Brahmanas; any others, hardly more than sporadically.

894. Of irregularities are t¢ be noted the following :

8. The forms dfkgase and prksase (21 sing. mid.j lack the guna-
strengthening.

b. Jegam, stogam, and yosam {AV. yligsam, with @ for o as in
antigata etc.) appear to be first persons formed under government of the
annlogy of the second and third — unless they are relies of a state of
things anterior to the vrddhi-strengthening : in which case jesma is to
be compared with them (we shounld expect jaisma or jesdma).

¢. From roots in & are made a few forms of problematic character:
namely, yesam (only case in RV.), khyegam, jiiegsam, gesam and ges-
ma, degma, segam and set, sthesam and sthegus. Their value is
optative. The analogy of jesam and Jjed8ma suggests the possibility of
their derivation from i-forms of the 8-100ts; or the sibilant might be of
a precative character (thus, ya-i-s-am). That they really belong to the
ig-aorist appears highly improbable.

d. The RV. has a few difflcult first persons middle in mse, which are
perhaps best noted here. They are: 1. from the simple root, krse, hise
(and ohigeP), stugé; 2. from present-stems, arcase, riijase, yajase,
giyige, grnigé and punisé, They have the value of indicative present.
Compare below, 897 b,

895. Optative forms of this aorist are made in the middle only, and
they bave in 2d and 3d sing. always the preeative 8 before the endings.
Those found to occur in the older langnage are: disiya, dhisiya, bhak-

903. The number of roots from which forms of this aorist have
been noted in the older language is nearly a hundred and fifty (in
RV., about eighty; in AV., more than thirty, of which a dozen are
additional to those in RV.); the later texts add less than twenty.
Among these are no roots in #&; but otherwise they are of every va-
riety of form {rarest in final i and 1. Active and middle persons are
freely made, but sparingly from the same root; only about fifteen

It is very rare at
all periods, being made in RV. from only five roots, and in AV. from two
of the same and from three additional ones (six of the eight have other
ig-forms); and the remaining texts add, so far as noticed, only four other
roots. All the forms found to occur are as follows: janisiya, indhisiya,
edhisiy4d, rucisiya and rociglya, gmisgiya; modigigthés; janigigta;

819, In the earlier language, the forms of the sa-aorist are hardly
more than sporadic. They are made in RV. from seven roots; in AY,,
from two of these and from two others; and the remaining texts sdd ten
more, making nineteen in all (the later language makes no addiiions to
this number). As later, all have i or u or 1 as root-vowel, and a final
consonant which combines with 8 to k&; but there are in the list also two
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ending in j, namely mypj and vyj. All the examples noted are given
below.

a. So far as the middle forms are concerned, this aorist would be
fully explained as a transfer of certain s-aorists to an a~inflection. The
marked difference in the strength of radical vowel in the active, however,
stands in the way of the successful application of such an explanation to
the active forms.

As the so-called precative is allowed by the grammarians
to be made in the later language from every root, and in an inde-
pendent way, without reference to the mode of formation of the
aorist from the same root, it is desirable to put together here a brief
statement of the rules given for it.

very questionable value, as regards the place assigned to the sibilant.

Those persons, and the 24 pl, have never been met with in use. For the

question respecting the ending of the 24 pl, as dhvam or dhvam, see
228 c.

925. a. The precative active is a form of Very rare occurrence in
the classical language. In each of the texts already more than onece referred
to (Manu, Nala, Bhagavad-Gita, (akuntals, Hitopadega) it occurs once
and no more, and not half-a-dozen forms have been found quotable from
the epics. As to its value, see HT73e.

b. The precative middle is virtually unknown in the whole later
literature, not a single occurrence of it having been brought to light. The
BhP. has once ririgista, which is also a RV, form, belonging probably to
the reduplicated aorist: see 870.

Uses of the Aorist.

926. The uses of the aorist mode-forms (as has been already
pointed out: 582) appear to accord with those of the mode-forms
of the present-system. The predilection of the earlior language, con-
tinued sparingly in the later, for the augmentless forms in prohibitive
expression after ma was sufficiently stated and illustrated above
(679;.

a. The tense-value of the aorist indicative has also been more than
once referred to, and calls only for somewhat more of detail and for illus-
tration here.

927. The aorist of the later language is simply a pret-
erit, equivalent to the imperfect and perfect, and frequently
coordinated with them.

a. Thus, tatah sa gardabhar lagudena tadayamasa; tena
’sau paficatvam agamat (H.) thereupon he beat the donkey with a stick;
and hereof the latter died; tatah sd vidarbhan agamat punah; tam
tu bandhujanah samapiijayat (MBh.) thereupon she wenf back o
Vidarbha; and her kindred paid her reverence; pritiman abhit, uvics
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cdi ‘nam (MBh.) he was filled with affection, and said to him; tam ada-
hat kasthaih so ‘bhud divyavapus tada (R.) he burned him with
wood, and he became then a heavenly form.

928. The aorist of the older language has the value of a proper
"perfect”: that is, it signifies something past which is viewed as
completed with referemce to the present; and it requires accordingly
to be rendered by our tense made with the auxiliary kave. In gener-
al, it indicates what has just taken piace; and oftenest something
which the speaker has experienced.

a. Examples from the Veda are: parl mé gam anesata pary
agnim ahrgata, devégv akrata g¢ravah ka4 iman a dadharsati
(RV.) these here have led about a cow, they have carried around the fire,
they have done honor to the gods — who shall venture anything against them?
yém alchdma manasd so ‘yam a ’gat (RV.) ke whom we (formerly,
impt.) sought with our mind has (now, aor.) come; yéné 'ndro haviga
krtvy abhavad dyumny uttamah, idam tad akri deva asapatnah
kila *bhuvam (RV.) that libation by which Indra, making i, became (impf.)
of highest glory, I have now made, ye gods; I have become free from enemies.

b. Examples from the Brihmana language are: sd ha ’smifi jyog
uvésa... tato ha gandharvah sam idire: jyog va iyam urvagi
manusyeésv avatsit ((B.) ske lived with kim a long time. Then the
Gandharvas said to one another, “this Urvagi, forsooth, hath dwelt a long
time among mortals” ; tasya ha dantah pedire: tath ho ’vica: apat-
sata va asya dantah (AB.) his teeth fell out. He said to him: “his teeth
truly have fallen ow!”; indrasya vrtram jaghnusa indriyém viryam
prithivim anu vy #&rchat tad osadhayo viridho ‘bhavan s&
prajapatim upa ’dhavad vrtram me jaghnisga indriyam viryam
prthivim &nu vy &rat tad ésadhayo virddho ‘bhavann fti (TS.)
of Indra, when he had slain Vritra, the force and might went away into the
earth, and became the herbs and plants; he ran to Prajapati, saying: “my
force and might, after slaying Vritra, have gone away into the earth, and
have become the herbs und plants”; svayam enam abhyudétya briiyad
vritya kva ’vatsih (AV., in prose passage) going up to him in person,
let him say: “Vratya, where hast thou abode”? yad idanim dvan vivada-
mandv eydtam aham adar¢am ahim agrausam {ti yi eva briydd
aham adargam iti tdsma eva graddadhyama ((B.) if now two should
come disputing with one another, [the one] saying “I have seen®, [the other]
“I have heard”, we should believe the one who said “I have seen”.

928. a. This distinction of the aorist from the imperfect and perfect
as tenses of marration is very common in the Brahmanalanguage (includ-
ing the older Upanishads and the Siitras), and is closely observed; vio-
lation of it is very rare, and is to be regarded as either due to corruption
of text or indicative of a late origin,

b. In the Vedic hymns, the same distinction is prevalent, but is both
less clear and less strictly maintained; many passages would admit an
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interpretation implying either sense; and evident aorist-forms are sometimes
used narratively, while imperfect-forms are also occasionally employed in
the aorist sense.

830. The boundary between what has just been and what is is an
evanescent one, and is sometimes overstepped, so that an aorist appears
where a present might stand, or was even rather to be expected. Thus:
svésasthe bhavatam indave na iti somo vai raje nduh soma-
yai 'vdi ’ne etad rajha asade ‘ciklpat (AB. i. 29. T7) “be ye comfor-
table seats for our Indu”, he says; Indu is king Soma; by this means he
has madc them (instead of makes them) suitable jor king Soma to sit upon;
varunlr apo yad adbhfr abhigificadti varunam eval ’nam akar
(MS. iv. 3. 10) the waters are Varuna’s; in that he bepours him with waters,
he has made him Varuna; paficAbhir vya,gharayatl pankto yajiio
yavan eva yajiids tam alabdhd ’tho yavan eva yajfids tdsmad
rakgansy dpahanti (MS. iii. 2. 6) he smears with five ; fivefold is the offer-
ing; as great as is the offering, of it he has [thereby] taken hold; then, as
great as is the offering, from it he smites away the demons. This idiom is
met with in all the Brahmanas; but it is especially frequent in the MS,
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
